E to the Maven Central Repository.

1. Perform the following commands to create the archetype locally:

git clone https://github. conf cloudera/flink-tutorials
cd flink-tutorials

cd flink-quickstart-archetype

git checkout CSA-1.17.0.0

mvn cl ean install

cd ..

and Cloudera on cloud deployments of Cloudera Streaming Analytics. The branches that use only CSA as
aprefix belong to the Cloudera on premises deployment, and the branches that use CSA-DH as a prefix
belong to the Cloudera on cloud Cloudera Data Hub deployment. Make sure to checkout the branch that is
specific for the deployment in which Cloudera Streaming Analyticsis used.
