Procedure

1. Find the World Population - Lines visual.
2. Make sure that the visual displays the legend.
If the legend is not displayed, follow the steps outlined in Adding and removing legend to add it.
3. Switch to Dashboard View mode.
4. Click one of the optionsin the legend for the visual, to see only the data for that country.
