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Managing custom dates

Cloudera Data Visualization enables you to define custom sets of date ranges, and anchor them to a specific date and
time. For real-time filters, you can anchor the filters to today, or to now.

We define the first one
daterange, 3 min, in detail. Then, we define the rest of them in similar manner.
